Keynote speakers 
The conference will invite Prof. Barry J. Marshall, Nobel Prize laureate in Physiology or Medicine in 2005, and other prominent Chinese and foreign experts to deliver keynote speeches. 
Sessions 
Session 1: Policy, investment and finance. Invited participants include macroeconomists, government officials, technological and financial experts, delegates from investment and financial institutions that focus on the biomedicine sector as well as entrepreneurs that have received venture capital. Participants will share their insights and explore policies and regulations that can drive the development of biological industries, including taxation, investment, finance, talent, distribution, social security, IPR and industry cluster.  
Session 2: Frontier of life sciences. The session is designed to explore life sciences and help develop cutting-edge technologies, with a focus on exploring the status and trends of emerging fields such as precision medicine, synthetic biology, genomics, proteomics, brain science, reproduction and development, stem cell, systems biology, medical big data and bioinformatics. 
Session 3: Innovative drug R&D. The conference will invite leading experts from foreign and domestic universities, research institutes and enterprises to share their observations and strategies regarding the research directions of such fields as chemical drugs, antibody drugs, biosimilars and advanced pharmaceuticals. 
Session 4: Continuity and development of traditional Chinese medicine (TCM). Prominent experts will be invited to speak on and explore the research directions and methodologies regarding TCM continuity, standardization, TCM resource development, classic prescription development, quality control, manufacturing process improvement and clinical re-evaluation. 
Session 5: Green biological manufacturing. The conference will invite foreign and domestic leading experts to explore the developments and trends regarding biological manufacturing, enzyme engineering, biocatalysis, biomaterials and synthetic biology. 
Session 6: Trends and changes of medical devices. Given the manufacturing upgrade dually driven by Internet+ and Industry 4.0, as well as the latest technological developments and trends in medical devices at home and abroad, leading experts will explore opportunities and challenges in the key areas of medical devices, such as new biomedical materials, in vitro diagnostics and advanced medical imaging. The session is designed to identify the direction for technological and service innovation in the sector of medical devices. 
Session 7: International registration of pharmaceutical products. Current and former officials from the US Food and Drug Administration and European Medicines Agency as well as experts from intermediaries will be invited to provide training regarding the registration and GMP certification of pharmaceuticals in European and American countries. The session is designed to encourage Chinese pharmaceutical companies to compete globally. 
Session 8: Internet + biomedicine. With the increasing application of cloud computing, big data and the Internet in such fields as biomedicine (including agricultural biotechnology and water pollution), experts from foreign and domestic Internet and biomedical companies will explore, around the cross-disciplinary combination of IT and biomedicine, how to create information platforms to enable the development of precision medicine and medical devices, and develop a policy framework to drive the combination of the Internet and biomedicine. The session is designed to facilitate the clustering of Internet and biomedicine industries, so as to maximize the role of ICT as a driver of biomedicine.  
Session for Technology Entrepreneurship Action 
As part of China’s innovation-driven development strategy and its endeavor to promote mass entrepreneurship and innovation, the Ministry of Science and Technology launched the “Technology Entrepreneurship Action”, which will be introduced at this session. Moreover, collaborative innovation alliances will also be organized to take actions to promote entrepreneurship in primary healthcare and traditional Chinese medicine. 
Biomedicine Exhibition 
With a focus on medical devices, the exhibition will be attended by companies such as GE, Siemens, WEGO and Mindray. At this exhibition, Tianjin officials will give a detailed introduction to the development of its innovation zone as well as the business environment, resources, platforms and policies for the development of biological industries. 
Matchmaking Session 
Delegates from universities, research institutes, financial institutions and businesses will be connected with the administrative and functional zones of Tianjin for cooperation in project investment, transfer, partnership and financing. The session will feature project road shows as well as the presentation of policies and the business environment by administrative and functional zones of Tianjin. Business delegates will be invited to visit the Tianjin Binhai New Area (TBNA). The session includes: 
1. Matchmaking between Innovative Medical Devices and Capital: executives from domestic medical devices manufacturers, government officials, industry experts and investors will be invited to participate in this session. Based on the innovation value chain of medical devices as well as industrialization needs, this activity is designed to help connect technology with capital, so as to facilitate technology commercialization and boost the development of the medical devices sector. 
2. 2015 Matchmaking between TBNA and Biomedical Technologies of CAS: six research institutes under the Chinese Academy of Sciences (CAS) that specialize in biomedicine, including the Institute of Biophysics, the Tianjin Institute of Industrial Biotechnology and the Institute of Genetics and Developmental Biology, will be invited to connect with 50 companies from TBNA and 10 financial institutions through project road shows. 
3. 2015 Sino-UK Open Collaborative Innovation—Matchmaking for Instant Diagnostic Technologies: A total of 12 business executives (CEOs, chief scientists and CTOs) will join university professors (who have hands-on experience of product and technology development as well as business operations and management) to connect with companies and research institutes from Tianjin. This activity is designed to help local technology companies utilize British advanced technologies, improve their technological and product innovation capabilities and create a platform in Tianjin for open innovation and technology transfer between UK and China.
